Phillips Brooks once said, “The Bible is like a telescope. If a man looks through his telescope, then he sees worlds beyond and mysteries unknown; but if he looks at his telescope, then he does not see anything but that. The Bible is a thing to be looked through, to see that which is beyond.”
The goal of studying the Bible together is not merely a quest for knowledge, but should result in real life change. Beyond merely reading, studying, and dissecting the Bible, being a disciple of Christ involves uniting knowledge with experience to produce wisdom. We do this by bringing our questions to God, opening a dialogue with our hearts, and utilizing other ways to listen to God speak to us (group interaction, nature, art, movies, circumstances, etc.). Experiential growth is always grounded in the Bible as God’s primary means of revelation and our ultimate truth-source.
