This Feast, also called the

Feast of Booths, { 'y

is ordained in the Old Testament and was designed to re-
mind the Israelites of God’s provision in
their forty years of wanderings through the
desert. Itis also referred to as the Feast of
Tabernacles, the Feast of Ingathering, or
Succoth. Itis celebrated at the end of the
harvest, and thus represents God’s past
provision in the wilderness and His current
provision with the current harvest.

In contrast to Yom Kippur or Day of Atone-
ment that is observed five days earlier with
solemnity and fasting, the Feast of Taberna-
cles is held with feasting and celebration. It |
is unique in that the people of Israel were
to construct and live in temporary shelters,
also called booths, during the week of the
festival. The English-language word taber-
nacle means a temporary or movable build-
ing or shelter.

The Feast of Tabernacles was also known as
the Feast of Ingathering because it occurs
at the time of the major harvest of crops.
An abundant harvest and living in tempo-
rary shelters are the two profoundly sym-
bolic themes of the festival. As with all of
the Holy Days of the Bible, the Feast of
Booths has great and joyous significance to |
Christianity and is outlined in Leviticus,
Numbers, and Deuteronomy. Among
other primary elements of the Feast, the
roof of the booth must leak and the wind
must blow through it; and the people are to
celebrate before the Lord using branches of
green leaves. The four branches are citrus,
myrtle, palm, and willow and parallel the
four seed/soil parables in Matthew 13: 3-9.
The Feast falls on the 15th of Tishri and lasts
for seven days with the 1st and 2nd days
considered Sabbaths.

Matthew tells us that even if we have faith
no bigger than a tiny mustard seed, we can
“tell the mountain, ‘Move’; and it will move.
In one of his recent sermons, Pastor Steve
remarked that “When the heart believes it
and the mind wants it, the hands will do it.”
